ADMINISTRATION/FINANCE, PLANNING BOARD, EDUCATION (High School)

Mr. Glaser stated that
the Mayor and Council and the PBA Committee have met and are in discussions re: the upcoming police contract.  Mr. Glaser stated that there have been several comments in the newspapers about theses negotiations.  Mr. Glaser asked that no further comments be made to any reporters as the Council does not wish to negotiate through the media.  The outcome of the negotiations could be affected by any comments in the press.  
Mr. Rosenblatt stated that since he is not privy to any information from the Council, he stated that he needs to speak to the press in order to be heard on this Council.  Mr. Rosenblatt requested  an update every week from the Council on this issue.   Mr. Bader stated that he is not on the Police Committee and has not been privy to any meeting information other than what he receives in an open public forum.  Mr. Glaser stated that he would take Mr. Rosenblatt’s suggestion to the Committee and report back to him.  Mayor LaPaglia stated that if the Committee has to report back to the full Council every week, what is the purpose of a Committee. At the end of the day, the Council will either accept or reject the negotiated offer.  Mayor LaPaglia stressed that he decided from the very beginning that neither the Police Commissioner nor his Deputy would be part of the negotiating committee.   Mr. Rosenblatt stated that he felt the Finance and Personnel Committee should be independent.  
Mr. Glaser reported that due to the economy, the recommendation of the Technology Committee is to put the purchase of laptops on hold.  The Borough Clerk and the summer intern have put the agenda on the website with supporting documents for only Mayor and Council to be able to download.

Motion to open the meeting to the public was made by Mr. Glaser, second by Mr. Camella and approved unanimously by voice call vote.  
Mike Fells, 86 Werimus Road asked what the full reimbursement to the Borough will be after the acquisition of the Hatheway House.  Mr. Fells was told that since we do not know the exact purchase price of the Hatheway House we hope to negotiate a price that is very close to the amount of grants that we currently have.

Josephine Higgins, 10 Pond Road asked if there were any movement on renting the Freedman House.  Mayor LaPaglia stated he hoped that the house would be put up for rent on a month to month basis to prevent the disrepair that happened to the Westervelt- Lyedecker house while uninhabited.  The majority of the Council did not agree with Mrs. Higgins and the Mayor and did not wish to enter into any landlord/tenant relationship. Attorney Madaio also stated that this is a closed session issue. 

Mrs. Higgins asked if the results of the town wide survey were tabulated yet.  Administrator Sandve stated that the surveys are still trickling in. When the surveys are tabulated the results will be given to the public.  Mrs. Higgins asked the Borough Clerk to verify that the Senior Association had very graciously offered their new audio system for her use at the Feasibility Study meeting.   Mrs. Higgins asked for the status of the Costco issue.  Attorney Madaio stated that he has not received any additional information from Costco since the last report.  

Bernard Kettler, Glen Road commented that the event held at the Westervelt Lydecker House this past weekend was excellent.  He asked if the Borough had any use for the small piece of property they acquired from the Garden State Parkway at the intersection of Werimus Road and Overlook Drive several years ago.  Mr. Kettler was told that there was no usage identified for this property.

Resolution to Award Professional Services Proposal/Feasibility Study/Municipal Court Shared Services/Shared Services Initiative 
(Consent Agenda - 4)
WHEREAS, the Boroughs of Montvale, Park Ridge and Woodcliff Lake have requested a Bergen County Shared Services grant for the purpose of performing a feasibility study to examine consolidating court services.  The purpose of the consolidation would be to improve efficiency while maintaining or improving the quality or services, and reducing the cost of providing court services; and

WHEREAS, The County of Bergen has awarded a grant to the Boroughs of Montvale, Park Ridge and Woodcliff Lake in an amount not to exceed $20,000 for the above named purpose; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Montvale, is the lead agency for the three communities; and 

WHEREAS, this contract is awarded as an Extraordinary Unspecifiable Service as per [N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(1)(a)(ii) and N.J.A.C. 5:34-2.3(b) without the receipt of formal bids; and  

WHEREAS, the Shared Courts Working Group has received four (4) proposals for the feasibility study; and

WHEREAS, on September 24th 2009 the Shared Courts Working Group, Maureen Iarossi-Alwan, Administrator/Municipal Clerk, Edward Sandve, Borough Administrator of the Borough of Woodcliff Lake and Kelly O’Donnell,  Municipal Clerk of the Borough of Park Ridge,  and Catherine Cullen, Montvale Municipal Court Administrator reviewed these proposals; and

WHEREAS, the Working Group has recommended Government Strategy Group, 7 Gales Drive, New Providence, New Jersey 07974 to be hired to complete the feasibility study at an amount not to exceed $18,900.00; 


WHEREAS, the proposal for the scope of service is made part of the original of this resolution; and

WHEREAS, that the Bergen County Shared Services Grant shall be used to aid in the cost of this study; and

WHEREAS, the Certified Municipal Finance Officer certifies funds are available; and

WHEREAS, the County of Bergen will reimburse a cost not to exceed $20,000.00 to the Borough of Montvale; and 

WHEREAS, each municipality will pass a resolution in favor of this study and forward a certified copy to the lead agency; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Woodcliff Lake recognizes the Borough of Montvale as lead agency and authorizes them to execute a contract on behalf of the municipalities to conduct this shared services study.
