Mayor LaPaglia stated that no other issue has been given so much attention in his years as Mayor.  Mayor LaPaglia asked the Council President to read the following Resolution into the record.
BOROUGH OF WOODCLIFF LAKE

BERGEN COUNTY, NEW JERSEY

RESOLUTION NO.  09-151     

A RESOLUTION TO ADMONISH COUNCILWOMAN JOANNE HOWLEY

WHEREAS, the Borough maintains memberships at Costco, Restaurant Depot, and similar vendors, so that certain items necessary for Borough events and facilities such as at the Senior Center, The Old Mill Pool, Woodcliff Lake Day, and similar events can be purchased economically; and 

WHEREAS, Councilwoman Joanne Howley in her capacity as Park and Recreation liaison sometimes undertakes shopping for the Borough at Costco, and other vendors, and vouchers the Borough in order to be reimbursed for items that are for Borough use; and

WHEREAS, on occasion, during the course of shopping for the Borough, Councilwoman Howley undertook some personal shopping at these establishments utilizing the Borough memberships.  She did not voucher or seek reimbursement from the Borough for these personal items; and 

WHEREAS, while there is no claim that Councilwoman Howley ever improperly received reimbursement funds from the Borough for personal items, the use of the Borough Membership cards, rather than Ms. Howley separating the purchase and utilizing her personal membership cards, resulted in Ms. Howley not being charged state sales tax; and 

WHEREAS, the actions of Ms. Howley in not paying sales tax, regardless of how unintentional, inadvertent or unknown to her, constitute her receiving a benefit to which she was not entitled and is not otherwise available to members of the public at large; and 

WHEREAS, the Borough has documented and investigated the matter and determined that Ms. Howley avoided paying sales tax on certain personal purchases; and

WHEREAS, the Borough provided its reports to the Bergen County Prosecutor’s Office, which had already commenced a simultaneous investigation of the matter and has determined that any actual sales tax savings were minimal.  After a complete investigation, the Bergen County Prosecutor’s Office indicated that they were closing their file in the matter, and referred the matter back to the Woodcliff Lake Governing Body for any action it deems appropriate; and  

WHEREAS, the Governing Body believes that in all matters concerning actual or potential ethics violations – even those which may occur inadvertently and without intent – should be taken seriously when they arise, be investigated by the Governing Body or its designee, be referred to appropriate law enforcement agencies as necessary, and result in the Governing Body taking a position on the matter.
NOW THEREFORE, THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF WOODCLIFF LAKE, FINDS, PROSCRIBES AND RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

1. The Mayor and Council hereby admonishes Councilwoman Joanne Howley for the improper use of Borough membership cards and for the failure to pay sales tax on personal items.

2. Shortly after this matter came to light, the Borough Administrator was instructed to collect all borough membership cards and to control their issuance and use by appropriate employees for approved Borough purposes.   The Borough Administrator shall prepare a formal written policy on the use and issuance of Borough membership cards for review and approval by the Mayor and Council.  

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, that the within Resolution, and the attachment hereto, shall be transmitted to the Borough Clerk and maintained as part of the public record.

Mayor LaPaglia asked Mrs. Howley if she would like to comment on the subject.  Mrs. Howley read a prepared statement into the record.  This statement will be attached to the minutes and be maintained part of the public record 

Motion to open the meeting to the public on this issue only was made by Mr. Camella, second by Mr. Glaser and approved unanimously by voice call vote.
Mayor LaPaglia asked Kevin O’Brien, who was holding a green neon sign with the word “unethical” in front of him to sit down.  Mayor LaPaglia asked Mr. O’Brien to take his seat a second time.  Attorney Madaio stated that as long as Mr. O’Brien does not disrupt the meeting, the Mayor should continue.  

Zandra Fillipi, 9 Clinton Place stated that anyone who knows Joanne Howley knows this is an honest mistake.  She felt this is just town politics as usual.

Alyson Baratta, Glen Road, daughter of Joanne Howley stated that the newspapers reported incorrectly that the Borough cards were credit cards.  They are not, they are membership cards.  Ms. Baratta stated that her mother has her own Costco membership and did not need to use the Borough’s cards for personal use.  She stated that her mother has saved the Borough thousands and thousands of dollars. Ms. Baratta continued that her mother never sought reimbursement as a volunteer or as a councilmember.  Ms. Baratta stated that no one has ever helped her mother shop, carry or store items for any events.  She pointed to the wreath above the Mayor’s head stating that her mother shopped for the materials, made the wreath and then hung it in its present location.  Ms. Baratta stated that it took her mother three days to decorate the tree and building at the Tice Senior Community, all by herself.  She thanked her mother for all she has done for the town and as her mother.  
Michael Fells, 82 Werimus Road stated that he thought Mrs. Howley was a dedicated councilperson and that this matter should be put to rest.

Josephine Higgins, 10 Pond Road stated that volunteers never expect to be repaid. People volunteer because they want to.  Mrs. Higgins stated that the Democratic Party knew of the membership card issue but did not use it in their campaign literature.  Mrs. Higgins stated that she has asked for information/update about the Costco issue every meeting since August.  Mr. Madaio has always answered that the Borough had not received any information from Costco and most recently stated that we might never receive the information requested from them.  Mrs. Higgins stated that she felt Mrs. Howley should step down from the Council.  Attorney Madaio stated for the record that the Borough did not receive any communication from the Bergen County Prosecutor’s Office until November 26, 2009.  
Bernard Kettler, Glen Road stated that he appreciated Mrs. Howley’s dedication.  He reiterated the fact that the Democratic had this information since before the election and did not use it in any campaign literature.  He personally approves of that decision.  Mr. Kettler continued that the Mayor and Council must realize that money was appropriated incorrectly and should not be exonerated.  He stated that he would hate to see Mrs. Howley step down from the Council but based on all information, agrees with Mrs. Higgins.
Gerald Meisel, 102 Brookview Avenue stated that he does not doubt all the great things Mrs. Howley does for the community.  However, each elected official becomes a trustee of the Borough with fiduciary responsibilities.  He also feels Mrs. Howley has breeched this trust. He stated that although the amount in question may be slight, it is still stealing.  The Prosecutor used the word “diminimus” but also stated that her actions were immoral and unethical.  The Prosecutor did not prosecute the actions but did not excuse them either.  Every person in Woodcliff Lake is affected.  Lawyers have ethical standards and obligations.  If this report from the Prosecutor’s office was about an attorney, they would be disbarred or at the very least suspended.  What he finds most bothersome is that in the interim, there was an election and this information could have been brought up voluntarily.
Jeffrey Goldsmith, Old Farms Road stated that he was not here tonight to judge the councilwoman.  He asked the questions,  “Did I do the right thing?” and “Did I do the wrong thing”.  He stated that these questions could have very different answers.  Mr. Goldsmith asked if the Mayor and Council were going to bring this matter to the State Ethics Board.  Attorney Madaio stated that most of the councilmembers present this evening did not think that Mrs. Howley’s actions warrant going to the State Ethics Board.  The Mayor and Council felt that that an admonishment resolution was enough.  

Mr. Goldsmith stated that residents should trust their elected officials.  He hoped that the Mayor would look closely into his council committee assignments this year.

Kevin O’Brien, 227 Pascack Road, stated that he has worked with Mrs. Howley on environmental issues with the 6th graders in the past.  Mr. O’Brien admitted that Mrs. Howley made a minor mistake.  However, the Mayor and Council were made aware of this issue at the end of July.  Mayor LaPaglia stated that he was only made aware that the Borough had a Costco membership since 2005.  Mr. O’Brien asked where the 2% rebate check, given on all purchases made on Costco memberships has gone for the last 5 years.  Mayor LaPaglia stated that all but one rebate has been accounted for.  Mr. O’Brien continued that if Mrs. Howley was aware that the Bergen County Prosecutor’s Office was simultaneously conducting their own investigation, why did she only release her statement to the press after the Prosecutor’s letter was produced.  From his own perspective although Mr. O’Brien voted for Mrs. Howley, the resident’s of Woodcliff Lake deserved to know of this unethical issue before the election.

ADMINISTRATION/FINANCE, PLANNING BOARD, EDUCATION (High School)
Mr. Glaser commented on a memo from the Borough Clerk written at his request in regards to sewer mapping charges.  The Borough was able to save a significant amount due to the diligent work of the DPW Superintendent, the Borough Clerk and the intern from Steven’s Institute of Technology.  During the summer, the Borough purchased a large scanner/copier and with the help of the intern, has implemented a GIS program that will be launched on the Borough website very shortly.  All aspects of the Borough will be able to use this program. 
Mr. Glaser has been researching Unemployment Claim bills being paid by the Borough.  Several names have been on the bills who were never employed by the Borough.  Other recipients included crossing guards, firemen.  Mr. Glaser will continue investigating the bills and report back to the council.
LIBRARY,  FIRE (VOLUNTEER)

Mr. Camella had no report on the Library.

The Fire Department has been very quiet with no major calls to report.

PUBLIC SAFETY/POLICE/OEM/TRIBORO
Mr. Bader reported that the Mayor and Council have been made aware that the PBA will not give a waiver to the Borough to hire a new patrol officer at a salary to be determined by the new PBA contract.  Mayor and Council have agreed to put the hiring on hold.  Chief Jannicelli has stated that this will cause overtime pay to increase.  
Mr. Bader reported that the Police Department has joined a national group which has a database of missing children.  Hundreds of municipalities have already joined.

Mr. Bader reported that the driveway ordinance distributed to all council members will be put on for introduction on the January 20, 2010 meeting.  Copies of the ordinance have been forwarded to Nick Saluzzi and Donna Holmqvist for their comments. 

Mr. Bader asked Attorney Madaio to make modifications to our current towing ordinance as per Chief Jannicelli.  This ordinance will be introduced on the January 20, 2010.  

Mr. Bader received a complaint that there was not a menorah at the train station.  Mr. Bader and Mr. Rosenblatt stated that they would like to donate a menorah next year.  
BOARD OF HEALTH, MENTAL HEALTH & WELFARE, EDUCATION 

(ELEMENTARY)

Due to the absence of Mr. Hoffman, there was not report on Board of Health.
Mayor LaPaglia reported that Mr. Bader, Mr. Glaser and himself met with Peter Lisi, Superintendent of Schools and Bob Nathin, Board of Education President in regard to the Pascack Valley Regional School District Funding Formula.  The Board of Education and the Mayor and Council will meet at 6:30 p.m. on Thursday, January 28, 2010 and Thursday, February 11, 2010 at 6:30 to be able to discuss strategy on this issue together.

Mrs. Howley reported that Park and Rec has been quiet.  Basketball practice has started for the winter season.   As her daughter has already stated, Mrs. Howley spent three days by herself decorating the tree and building at the Tice Senior Center.  
DPW & ROADS/SEWERS & SANITATION/ECOLOGY

Mr. Rosenblatt stated that “his boys” did a heck of a job during the snowstorm.  The sidestreets were plowed just as well as the main ones.   They are the unsung heroes who worked throughout the night and he would like to commend them for another job well done.  
OLD BUSINESS.

The Borough is requesting a third postponement on the town wide revaluation scheduled for 2010.  
Barbara Potash the Borough Tax Assessor feels that since a neighboring town has recently received a postponement from their state mandated revaluation.  Mayor LaPaglia commented that he had recently read that there will be an additional 29% drop in residential real estate values in this area.  
Mr. Rosenblatt wanted to remind the Council that they have not settled the Borough administrator’s contract yet.

WHEREAS, the contract is a valid contract for Professional Services which may be awarded without competitive bidding in accordance with NJSA 40A:11(a) of the Local Public Contracts Law.

WHEREAS, the Borough is in the State Tax Court with a major appeal which will greatly affect the valuation along with awaiting a decision on a major Farmland Rollback Tax Appeal and if the Revaluation comes in at a different amount will jeopardize our full valuation case, we also have other very large appeals that must be resolved prior to the Revaluation bring put on the books; and


WHEREAS, the economy of the real estate market regarding commercial and residential sales is on the rise it could greatly affect the values placed on the 2011 Tax List causing undue shifting of tax burdens and valuations that may be in line with the current market; and


WHEREAS, the Borough requires an extension of time in order to complete revaluation process from the Bergen County Board of Taxation.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Borough and the appropriate Borough Officials, be and hereby request of the Bergen County Board of Taxation that the Borough be permitted a one year extension of time to complete and 2011 Revaluation Order and thereby make the Revaluation Order as of October 1,2 911 for the Tax Year 2012.
