CALL TO ORDER.

ADMINISTRATION/FINANCE, EDUCATION (HIGH), SENIOR CITIZEN’S PROGRAM

Mr. Glaser reported that the 2011 Municipal Budget is being introduced later on this evening.  
There was a presentation by our revaluation firm on March 15, 2011 at the Tice Senior Center.  An afternoon presentation was given to senior residents and an evening session was presented to all residents.  The presentation went very well and based on comments heard, residents walked away very satisfied.  

Mayor LaPaglia commented on the Pascack Valley Regional High School District Funding Formula.  There will be a joint Executive Closed Mayor and Council meeting on March 29, 2011 @5:30 at Montvale Borough Hall to discuss recent articles in the local papers noting Montvale’s hesitancy to proceed funding this issue. 
Mr. Glaser reported on the Broadway Corridor, Phase II project.  The Planning Board will be having a meeting on March 28, 2011 to decide whether or not to send their approval of the study to the Mayor and Council for their authorization.  Mr. Glaser gave a brief overview of what was included in the study, such as  possible restaurants, increase density of living quarters by placing apartments over stores, etc.  There are four key properties contained in the Broadway Corridor Study.  Mr. Camella stated that he would like the entire corridor to be studied, not just four properties.  He does not want the planner to have to redo a study should another property come available.  A question was raised as to the parking concept for the train station.  If only restriping of spaces is needed, the DPW can do the work.  If a structured parking deck is being considered, then a parking study will obviously be needed.  

Mr. Bader spoke with Mr. Glaser to clarify the inclusion of the $23,000 in the 2011 budget.  Mr. Bader stated that he does not believe Woodcliff Lake has a downtown.  He believes the Borough should be having discussions with New Jersey Transit to ascertain if any grant funding is available for rehabilitation to the train station.  The train station should be the cornerstone of the Borough.  Residents that he has spoken to do not want multi-family homes on Broadway.  He believes residents will be passionate on this issue especially those that live on the east side of town. Mr. Bader is asking the Mayor and Council to be sensitive to those resident’s needs.     
DPW & ROADS/SEWERS & SANITATION, ECOLOGY



Mr. Struk reported on the capital request from the Acting Superintendent David Antoine.  DPW Superintendent has asked for eight (8) pieces of equipment.  After making a visual inspection, Mr. Struk stated that some of the equipment was purchased many years ago.   He has prioritized three (3) pieces of equipment: the 1993 F350 is the first purchase we need to make, the second piece is the chipper and the third piece is the 1983 International Truck.  Mr. Bader stated that in his business, no equipment older than 1996 is allowed to be in use in business.  Mayor LaPaglia commented that capital purchases have no direct impact on operating budget.  
Mr. Struk reported that after looking at the Chief’s projections for future roll call projections, he believes that police overtime will stabilize and come close to its 2011 projected budget. 

PARKS AND RECREATION         

The Pool and Tennis mailer was approved and will be sent to the printer.  There were no rate changes from 2010.  Mr. Hoffman asked for a council consensus on sponsorship rules for out of town members.  It was agreed that out of town members who had a sponsor for the 2010 season will not need to have a sponsor as long as they are members for consecutive years.  It was not decided what to do if the sponsor of an out of town member moves.  
Mr. Hoffman reported that we have a request from an alumni group Dorchester School of 1970  to use the Old Mill Pool for a reunion.  There were numerous concerns about this request such as no municipal employees will be on duty, the pool will be covered but not secure and the chairs will be stacked and in the way.  After discussion, the request was denied but an alternative location of the Tice/Senior Center was offered. Mr. Hoffman stated he would speak with the requestor.

WaterFest activities will be held at Dorchester Middle School on May 24, 2011.  Mrs. Ogden, a sixth grade teacher of the school has obtained a grant for the students for this project.
Opening baseball/softball day is April 2, 2011.  Mr. Baum requested that the Ecology Center be closed from 9:00 a.m. – 12:00 p.m. to ensure baseball/softball participants’ safety.  NIXLE, the website, the community bulletin board and the website will relay this message to the residents. 
The Joint Municipal Court will open on April 1, 2011 at Montvale.  The ribbon cutting for this joint endeavor will take place on April 11, 2011 at 7:00 p.m.  

Mayor LaPaglia stated that a Plaque will be given to Judge Randazzo for his 27 years+ as a municipal court judge.  

Mr. Hoffman asked the Mayor to appoint the two new Shade and Tree Committee members Bert Taylor and Kathleen Bagley tonight.  Clay Bosch is pleased with the recommendations.  Mayor LaPaglia stated that he would appoint Mr. Taylor tonight.  However, he has not met with Mrs. Bagley to discuss this appointment.

The Shade Tree Committee has requested that the Mayor and Council make a decision about the easement on Mulholland Drive.
Mr. Hoffman reported that he had a conversation with the owner of Galaxy Gardens about landscaping around and in back of the electronic sign.  The owner stated that he would landscape around the sign at no cost to the Borough.  He asked if he could place a placard near the sign with his company’s logo.  All agreed that as long as the placard is in good taste, Galaxy Garden may keep their sign on the property as long as they maintain the landscaping free of charge.  Construction Code Official Nick Saluzzi will decide what size sign is appropriate. 

The Shade Tree Committee is recommending that we prune the trees on the causeway.  The cost is approximately $7,500.  Concerns were raised as to when the trees should be pruned.  Mr. Bader stated that the trees will bloom within the next month which is the most beautiful time of the causeway.  Mr. Bader suggested we do the pruning in November.  

Mr. Hoffman reported that the Shade Tree Committee is proposing landscaping be done in front of the tennis courts.  Discussion began as to the planting of trees at this site.  The recreational plan for the entire site is still not finalized and council members did want trees to be planted that may eventually have to be removed.  Mr. Bosch has a sketch of the design for in front of the tennis courts and will present it to the Council at a future meeting.  

 PUBLIC SAFETY/POLICE/OEM/TRIBORO, BUILDING & GROUNDS/BUILDING DEPT.

 Mr. Bader reported that the building department has received plans for the construction of three (3) homes in the Powder Hill Development on Pascack Road.  No variances will be needed and the homes will be correctly orientated facing Pascack Road.   




   

BOARD OF HEALTH/MENTAL HEALTH & WELFARE, EDUCATION (ELEMENTARY), PUBLIC INFORMATION, NEWSLETTERS, ORDINANCES, LIBRARY          

Mr. Baum stated that the newsletter has been well received.  In the past the Borough has used the services of Community Life.  Several towns such as Montvale and Westwood currently use this service.  Community Life will prepare all desk top publishing and distribution for a fee.  Or the newsletter could be published and distributed for free if a sponsor could be found.  Currently the Borough pays approximately $5,000 each for the spring and fall newsletter.  Mr. Baum stated that his ultimate goal is to e-mail the newsletter to all residents.  
Mr. Baum reported that is working with Mr. Glaser and Borough Attorney Mark Madaio on several ordinances that have been sitting for some time.  Shed ordinance, building height and mobile kitchens will be ready for introduction soon.  

FIRE-VOLUNTEER/FIRE PREVENTION
Although Woodcliff Lake did not experience much flooding, we provided mutual aid to surrounding towns.  Hillsdale borrowed our boat to aid their residents who experienced heavy flooding.                                                                                                         


OLD BUSINESS.
Mayor LaPaglia commented on the memo received from the Acting Borough Administrator in regard to the payroll time and attendance program.  Mayor LaPaglia and Mr. Glaser were under the impression that the new payroll company Balance Point being used by the Borough was capable of tying in the DPW, Borough Hall and the Police into the system to track time/attendance and payroll.  After a meeting was held with the vendor, Chief Jannicelli, Capt. Caron, Kathy Rizza and Lori Sciara, Acting Borough Administrator, it was decided that the vendor could not accommodate the number of switches, comp time, overtime changes made to police time/attendance in regard to the time and attendance program.  Mayor LaPaglia and Mr. Glaser were under the impression that the new payroll company being used by the Borough was capable of tying in the DPW, Borough Hall and the Police into the system to track time/attendance and payroll.  After a meeting was held with the vendor, Chief Jannicelli, Capt. Caron, Kathy Rizza and Lori Sciara, Acting Borough Administrator, it was decided that the vendor could not accommodate the number of switches, comp time, overtime changes made to police time/attendance.

Mayor LaPaglia expressed his disappointment with the fact that the police cannot be included in time/attendance system.

Mr. Bader prefaced his questions by stating that since he has been a councilman, there has always been a meeting with the department heads, the department liaison and the Finance Committee before the introduction of the budget.  All of Mr. Bader’s questions were answered to his satisfaction.  
Mr. Camella asked if a provision for an increase to LOSAP of 1.75% could be included in the budget.   Mayor LaPaglia asked if it was consistent to give volunteers a cost of living raise if part-time employees were not given one.  Mr. Camella stated that he would like to see 2.75% raise given to all uniformed employees and a 2% raise for Borough Hall employees.  

Harold Laufeld III, CFO emphasized that when if we add expense items to the budget, you must offset the additions with additional revenue.  Mr. Laufeld stressed that he this budget is at its maximum to come under the 2% cap.

Tax Reimbursement Certification
(Consent Agenda-5)

WHEREAS, the Recycling Enhancement Act, P.L. 2007, Chapter 311 has established a recycling fund from which tonnage grants may be made to municipalities in order to encourage local source separation and recycling programs; and

WHEREAS, there is levied upon the owner or operator of every solid waste facility (with certain exceptions) a recycling tax of $3.00 per ton on all solid waste accepted for disposal or transfer at the solid waste facility.

WHEREAS, whenever a Municipality operates a municipal service system for solid waste collection, or provides for regular solid waste collection service under a contract awarded pursuant to the “Local Public Contracts Law”, the amount of grant monies received by the municipality shall not be less than the annual amount of recycling tax paid by the municipality except that all grant moneys received by the municipality shall be expended only for its recycling program.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Woodcliff Lake hereby certifies a submission of expenditure for taxes pursuant to P.L. 2007, Chapter 311, in 2010 in the amount of $6,637.56  (11-01-32-465-242).  Documentation supporting this submission is available at Borough Hall, 188 Pascack Road, Woodcliff Lake, NJ  and shall be maintained for no less than five years from this date.  

Tonnage Grant Application Resolution.

(Consent Agenda-6)


WHEREAS, the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act, P.L. 1987, c.102, has established a recycling fund from which tonnage grant may be made to municipalities in order to encourage local source separation and recycling programs; and


WHEREAS, it is the intent and the spirit of the Mandatory source Separation and Recycling Act to use the tonnage grants to develop new municipal recycling programs and to continue and to expand existing programs; and 


WHEREAS, The New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection is promulgating recycling regulations to implement the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act; and


WHEREAS, the recycling regulations impose on municipalities certain requirements as a condition for applying for tonnage grants, including but not limited to, making and keeping accurate, verifiable records of materials collected and claimed by the municipality; and


WHEREAS, a resolution authorizing this municipality to apply for such tonnage grants for calendar year 2010 will memorialize the commitment of this municipality to recycling and to indicate the assent of the Borough of Woodcliff Lake to the efforts undertaken by the municipality and the requirements contained in the Recycling Act and recycling regulations; and


WHEREAS, such a resolution should designate the individual authorized to ensure the application is properly completed and timely filed.


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Woodcliff Lake that the Borough of Woodcliff Lake herby endorses the submission of the recycling tonnage grant application to the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection and designates Edward Barboni to ensure that the application is properly filed for the calendar year 2009; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the monies received from the recycling tonnage grant be deposited in a dedicated recycling trust fund to be used solely for the purposes of recycling.

First Amendment to Shared Services Agreement for the Municipalities of the Borough of Woodcliff Lake, Montvale and the Borough of Park Ridge          (Consent Agenda – 8)

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT TO AGREEMENT, is made ____ day of ____2011, by and between the Borough of Montvale, a municipal Corporation of the State of New Jersey, located in Bergen County, New Jersey, with an address of 12 Mercedes Drive, Montvale, New Jersey, 07645 (hereinafter referred to as “Montvale”; the Borough of Woodcliff Lake, a municipal Corporation of the State of New Jersey, located in Bergen County, New Jersey, with an address of 188 Pascack Road, Woodcliff lake, New Jersey  07677 (hereinafter referred to as “Woodcliff lake”); and the Borough of Park Ridge, a municipal Corporation of the State of New Jersey, located in Bergen County, with an address of 55 Park Avenue, Park Ridge, New Jersey, 07656 (hereinafter referred to as “Park Ridge”); collectively known hereinafter as the “Municipalities,” and each a “Municipality.”


WHEREAS, in January 2011, the Municipalities entered into an agreement entitled “Shared Services Agreement for the Municipalities of the Borough of Montvale, the Borough of Woodcliff lake, and the Borough of park Ridge Joint Municipal Court Facilities, Personnel and Resources (the “Joint Court Agreement”); and


WHEREAS, the Municipalities subsequently submitted the Joint Court Agreement to the Administrative Office of the Courts and to the Presiding Judge and Assignment Judge of the New Jersey Superior Court, Bergen County Vicinage, for their review and approval of same; and


WHEREAS, in response to the Municipalities’ provision of said Joint Court Agreement, comments and suggested revisions were received from the Presiding Judge and Assignment Judge; and


WHEREAS, in response to said comments, the Municipalities desire to amend the Joint Court Agreement in order to implement the comments and suggested revisions of the Presiding Judge and the Assignment Judge.


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, the Municipalities agree as follows:

I. Alternate Prosecutor and Public Defender

Section II, Subsection A, Paragraph 4(a) shall be amended to provide for appointment of one or more alternate Prosecutors and Public Defenders who shall be utilized in the event of conflicts or unavailability of the primary Prosecutor or Public Defender. 

II.  Appointment of Alternate Prosecutor and Public Defender

Section II, Subsection A. Paragraph 4(b) shall be amended to provide that the appointment of the Alternate Prosecutor and Public Defender shall be made in the same manner as the appointment of the primary Prosecutor and Public Defender.

III. Removal of Joint Court Judge and Joint Court Administrator from Advisory Committee

Section VII, Subsection D shall be amended to remove the Joint Court Judge and the Joint Court Administrator from the Advisory Committee.

IV.  Other provisions to remain in effect.

All remaining provisions of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect, except to the extent specifically amended herein.
