WHEREAS, in the 2010-11 grant cycle, priority funding will be given to county projects shared services projects with its constituent municipalities; and


WHEREAS, the Borough of Woodcliff Lake desires to collaborate with the County of Bergen in the performance of PARIS Grant Shared Services; and


WHEREAS, the Borough of Woodcliff Lake is acknowledging that the County of Bergen would be both and the lead agency and the applicant for such a proposal; and

WHEREAS, the Uniformed Shared Services and Consolidation Act, N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1, et seq., allows any municipality or county to enter into a contract with any other municipality or county for the joint provision of any services within their joint jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, no services or utilization of said high pressure sewer cleaner shall be otherwise permitted except pursuant to the terms of the Shared Services Agreement, as well as in accordance with applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and Clerk of Woodcliff Lake are hereby authorized to execute a Shared Services Agreement with the County of Bergen and the municipalities of Emerson, Hillsdale, Montvale, Oradell, River Vale, Washington Twp., Westwood and Woodcliff Lake for the above stated purpose.
