MAYOR’S REPORT

“The current state of politics in New Jersey is at an all-time low.  I have given substantial thought over the past several months and weeks as to why we have fallen to an all- time low in local government and I believe that a root cause of our problems lies with too many politicians worry more about being re-elected than in doing what they believe is in the best interest of the majority of our citizens.  Election considerations now dominate the decision making at all levels of local, county and state government.  We need to return to doing what is right for the majority and not just the vocal and politically active minority.
As we enter the upcoming election season, let’s intelligently discuss the significant decisions facing our community and our state.  Sound long term decisions and ethics are needed now more than ever.  Let’s put our faith in the intelligence of the people who elected us to public office and reward their selection with good government.”

ADMINISTRATION/FINANCE, PLANNING BOARD, EDUCATION (High School)

Mr. Glaser reported that the Planning Board has been very slow. The Board anticipates the Malak application to resurface before the Board.  Mr. Glaser reported on a town wide survey that he wants to mail to all residents.  A draft of this survey was given to all Councilmembers for their review and comment.  After discussion, it was decided that the survey would be mailed to all residents in the beginning of September.  
LIBRARY, FIRE (VOLUNTEER)
Mr. Camella had no report on the library.

PUBLIC SAFETY/POLICE/OEM/TRI-BORO
Mr. Bader stated that all Councilmembers should have received a copy of a letter from the school board attorney.  Mr. Camella and Mr. Glaser have spoken to Joe Capello, a former councilmember and school board administrator.  Mr. Capello recommended the Wilentz Law Firm from West Orange, NJ to be a third set of eyes for the school equity issue should the Council choose to do so.    The school board and the council agree in principle but have a different game plan.  Mayor LaPaglia stated that he had no problem with this third set of eyes.  
There will be a National Night Out sponsored by Woodcliff Lake, Park Ridge and Montvale.  This same event is being sponsored all over the country.  The event will be held at the Old Mill Pool at 6:00 p.m.  3,000+ people are expected to attend.  
BOARD OF HEALTH, MENTAL HEALTH & WELFARE/ELEMENTARY EDUCATION


Mr. Hoffman reported that the National Reserve Board of Health is concerned about the H1N1 Pandemic due to the approaching winter months.  Mayor LaPaglia asked Mr. Hoffman to encourage our Board of Health to look into this issue more thoroughly.

Mr. Hoffman reported that he would like to volunteer to be the liaison for the Community Hospice Program run by Westwood resident Donna Bott.   
PARKS AND RECREATION, PUBLIC INFORMATION, NEWSLETTERS,ORDINANCES, SENIOR CITIZENS’ PROGRAM
Mrs. Howley reported that Woodcliff Lake Day held on July 11, 2009 was terrific.  The weather was fantastic, and there was a huge turnout.  Pictures can be seen at www.wclnj.com.  
The Fire Department will have a wetdown for the new ladder truck this Saturday.  This event will be held from 12-4 and all residents are invited.

OLD BUSINESS.

Municipal Public Question for Ballot
Mayor LaPaglia distributed a revised draft of the Municipal Public Question re:  the inequitable school funding formula.  Some minor revisions were made.  The Borough Clerk has until August 21, 2009 to send the question to the County Clerk.

Mr. Bader stated that he wants to be certain that we have a solid and dedicated partner with Montvale with this issue.  In light of their budgetary concerns, Woodcliff Lake needs to pin down that Montvale can commit to $175,000 over the next 3-4 years.  Mr. Hoffman stated that if Montvale is cutting coffee for their employees, it would be a good idea to go some solid commitment.  Mr. Glaser asked if Montvale would also be putting this question to their voters in November.  Mayor LaPaglia stated Woodcliff Lake could not continue without the support of Montvale and our local Board of Education.  
Mayor LaPaglia stated that we are moving towards the State’s goal of the more desireable Pre-K-12 composition versus the separate Pre-k-8 and high school.  By getting out ahead of the curve and saying we really feel it makes most sense to have two pre-k, 12 districts made up of Woodcliff Lake and Montvale, and Rivervale and Hillsdale which are already equally divided.  
Mr. Rosenblatt thinks the odds of us being successful is less than 5%.  He asked if the last paragraph could be changed to reflect these low odds.  All on the dais agreed to the question being placed on the ballot.  Mr. Hoffman stated that either way the question is non-binding. He asked if the question does not pass, will the council go forward.  
Motion to open the meeting to the public on this issue only was made by Mr. Bader, second by Mrs. Howley.
Tony Devito, 8 Oakwood Drive, asked if the Council does go forward with the Referendum has the attorney given the general steps in order to accomplish the goal.  Mayor LaPaglia stated that there is an unpublished draft report.  The outline addresses the procedural steps as there are alternatives.  Once Woodcliff Lake and Montvale decide which way to go, the report will be made public.  

Josephine Higgins, 10 Pond Road stated that she feels the last paragraph of the question should be left out altogether.  The paragraph seems to shoot the question down.  She personally feels the Finance Committee has failed to keep the public informed of this important issue.  Mayor LaPaglia stated that the Finance Committee was not in charge of this issue.  Mr. Hoffman commented that the newspapers have done a good job covering this issue.  
Hearing no further comments from the public, a motion to close the meeting to the public was made by Mr. Glaser, second by Mr. Hoffman.
Mr. Glaser stated that the Finance Committee did not have any input on the issue of a referendum.  It was strictly the Mayor who “took the bulls by the horn,” did a fine job and deserves the credit.

Municipal Court Hours – this issue is still tabled.  Administrator Sandve and Mr. Hoffman are not prepared to speak on this subject tonight.  
OLD BUSINESS
Mr. Rosenblatt stated that this Council was ready to approve a consent Agenda item to authorize a reval company to perform reevaluation services just a few months ago.  Mr. Rosenblatt asked the Council for could try to obtain other bids.  Another bid did come to the Borough at a price of a savings $58,000.  Mr. Rosenblatt stated that the Council should vote on this issue now or wait until next year to approve.  After discussion, it was decided that a request for proposal would be issued in October with a due date of November.  A presentation to the Council would be made in late November, early December, to be voted on in January.  Mayor LaPaglia did credit Mr. Rosenblatt with getting the lower bid from the competing firm.  He feels that by delaying the revaluation, competition will heat up between firms, resulting in lower quotes.  
Motion to send out a request for proposal for the town-wide revaluation in 2010 would be issued in October with a due date of November.  A presentation to the Council would be made in late November, early December, and the issue will be voted on at the first meeting in January 2010.

NEW BUSINESS.

Mr. Glaser asked for comments on the questionnaire project he and Mrs. Howley have been working on.  He would like to send the survey out in October.  Mr. Rosenblatt stated that the timing of a feel-good survey sent out one month before the elections should not happen.  Mr. Hoffman commented that no Councilmember’s name appears on the survey.  It was decided all Councilmembers would send their comments/corrections to Mrs. Howley or Mr. Glaser before the September 9, 2009 meeting.

Resolution to Deny Parole for Christopher Righetti and Adhere to the Life Sentence He Received                                                                                      (Consent Agenda – 9)

WHEREAS, on August 31, 1976, Kim Montelaro, a resident of New Milford, Bergen County, then 20 years old, was forcibly abducted, brutally assaulted and murdered by repeat offender, Christopher Righetti; and


WHEREAS, Christopher Righetti, Prisoner #59431, is currently incarcerated for the killing of Kim Montelaro; and


WHEREAS, Kim’s parents, Anthony and Alice Montelaro have worked tirelessly for 33 years to persuade the New Jersey Parole Board to keep Christopher Righetti behind bars; and


WHEREAS, Christopher Righetti has gone before the Parole Board of Northern State Prison many times already.  His release was denied each time, as the parole board found that Christopher Righetti was unwilling to take responsibility for abducting, assaulting and murdering Kim Montelaro; and


WHEREAS,  Christopher Righetti has never shown any remorse for his crime and has mad no substantial progress in addressing the issues that led him to murder Kim Montelaro and has demonstrated a substantial risk for recidivism; and


WHEREAS, Kim’s family should not be made to relive this horrible crime every few years when there is a parole hearing.  They are forced to travel long distances from their current residence in Florida each time there is a parole hearing for their daughter’s killer.  They continue to suffer unnecessarily on Christopher Righetti’s account; and


WHEREAS, in addition to the efforts of Anthony and Alice Montelaro, the Borough of Woodcliff Lake hereby supports the position that Christopher Righetti should no be granted parole and should serve out the full remainder of his life sentence.  The abduction, rape and murder of an innocent young woman is a serious crime that demands justice; and the family of Kim Montelaro should be given the peace of mind of knowing that their daughter’s murderer will remain behind bars for the rest of his life, as ordered by the Court.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Borough of Woodcliff Lake hereby abides by the conclusion that Christopher Righetti be denied parole and be made to serve out his life sentence, otherwise this creates a grave injustice to the family of Kim Montelaro as well as to society.

WHEREAS, on August 31, 1976, Kim Montelaro, a resident of New Milford, Bergen County, then 20 years old, was forcibly abducted, brutally assaulted and murdered by repeat offender, Christopher Righetti; and


WHEREAS, Christopher Righetti, Prisoner #59431, is currently incarcerated for the killing of Kim Montelaro; and


WHEREAS, Kim’s parents, Anthony and Alice Montelaro have worked tirelessly for 33 years to persuade the New Jersey Parole Board to keep Christopher Righetti behind bars; and


WHEREAS, Christopher Righetti has gone before the Parole Board of Northern State Prison many times already.  His release was denied each time, as the parole board found that Christopher Righetti was unwilling to take responsibility for abducting, assaulting and murdering Kim Montelaro; and


WHEREAS,  Christopher Righetti has never shown any remorse for his crime and has mad no substantial progress in addressing the issues that led him to murder Kim Montelaro and has demonstrated a substantial risk for recidivism; and


WHEREAS, Kim’s family should not be made to relive this horrible crime every few years when there is a parole hearing.  They are forced to travel long distances from their current residence in Florida each time there is a parole hearing for their daughter’s killer.  They continue to suffer unnecessarily on Christopher Righetti’s account; and


WHEREAS, in addition to the efforts of Anthony and Alice Montelaro, the Borough of Woodcliff Lake hereby supports the position that Christopher Righetti should no be granted parole and should serve out the full remainder of his life sentence.  The abduction, rape and murder of an innocent young woman is a serious crime that demands justice; and the family of Kim Montelaro should be given the peace of mind of knowing that their daughter’s murderer will remain behind bars for the rest of his life, as ordered by the Court.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Borough of Woodcliff Lake hereby abides by the conclusion that Christopher Righetti be denied parole and be made to serve out his life sentence, otherwise this creates a grave injustice to the family of Kim Montelaro as well as to society.
