
 

 

Q: Is Camp Algonquin open to non-residents? 

A: Yes, the camp is open to our bordering towns:  Upper Saddle 

River, Saddle River, Montvale, Park Ridge and Hillsdale. 

 

Q: I work in the Borough of Woodcliff Lake, can I send my child -

children to Camp Algonquin? 

A: Yes, non-residents working within the Borough can take part in the 

camp – proof of employment would be needed. 

 

Q: How do I register my child – children for Camp Algonquin? 

A: Two ways, in person at Borough Hall (188, Pascack Road) or via 

Community Pass (Capture Point) located HERE 

 

Q: Where do I find the paperwork that needs to be completed? 

A: Please visit the Borough’s website located HERE 

 

Q: Will the full day campers remain at the pool in the afternoon? 

A: Full day campers will remain at the pool for lunch until 1:30pm.  

After this the “fdc’s” will be escorted to the fields for activities, to 

the tennis courts, or the Westervelt-Lydecker grounds for arts & 

crafts/story time – should the weather be unseasonably warm it will 

be left to the discretion of the Camp Directors to have the “fdc’s” 

return to the pool – our number one priority is the safety and 

security of all of our campers and staff.

Q: Can I sign up for a few days? 

A: Camp policy is by the week.  You can sign up for the week and 

send your child – children for a few days, but you cannot sign up 

by the day. 

 

Q: I only want to sign up for 3 weeks, but not consecutively, can I 

pick 3 different weeks? 

A: Yes, you can choose any 3 weeks you need. 

 

Q: Is there a deadline to sign up by? 

A: We would prefer you sign up in advance, so we can make sure we 

have the correct camper to counselor ratio.  However, we 

understand plans change, so we have open enrollment throughout 

the 6 weeks. 

 

Q: Is lunch and/or snacks provided for the full day campers? 

A: We do not provide lunch or snacks, however, lunch can be sent or 

purchased at the Cannonball Café.
