Public Hearing Continued:   Russo Development – Assisted Living Facility



           364 Chestnut Ridge Road





Block 402, Lots 5 and 6
Mr. Antimo DelVecchio was present as the Attorney for the applicant.  He stated that he concluded his testimony at the last meeting and at this meeting he was told that a vote would be taken.  His client has agreed to hire a private ambulance service for both emergency and non-emergency calls.  He has received a copy of the property card for Sunrise Assisted Living and has compared it with the site for this application.  Sunrise consists of 3.4 acres.  The applicant has also agreed to lower the bed count to 145, after initially lowering it to 147.  This number is under the bed per acre ratio at Sunrise.  The facility will also have a nurse on duty for 16 hours a day and a nurse will be on call for the remaining 8 hours in a day.  Color depictions were again shown to all showing the connection to the access road on Mack Cali property for their use if it ever becomes available. Mr. DelVecchio concluded and asked the Board for their deliberation.  He stated that he hopes for a positive vote.
Chairman Fry asked Mr. DelVecchio to explain the hiring of a private ambulance service for the facility.  Mr. DelVecchio stated that after speaking with a potential ambulance service they believe that all will be handled well.  He also stated that the nurse will be on duty 16 hours a day to assist.  He further mentioned that the MICU (Mobile Intensive Care Unit) is always available to come to the site, even though they do not transport.  The applicant feels confident that they expect no 911 calls to be made, although they cannot guarantee it.  Chairman Fry just wants the applicant to know that the Volunteer Ambulance Service is overwhelmed as it is.  Mr. Nathin asked which shifts the nurse will not be on duty for.  He was told probably the midnight shift, but this was not confirmed.  Chairman Fry spoke regarding the Mack Cali access road.  He stated that if the road ever becomes useable it would be at the applicant’s expense to make it so on there property.  Mayor LaPaglia stated that if this application is approved and Mack Cali comes before the town for anything at all they will be requested to grant left turn access to this property.  The Mayor would like a commitment from the applicant that they will work expeditiously to create this access if and when it is granted.  Mr. DelVecchio stated that the applicant would be willing to do whatever needs to be done, weather permitting.  Mr. Nathin asked if there will be parking on the internal roads.  He was told no, this would create a fire hazard.  Mr. Nathin also asked if the there are HVAC units in the common areas.  He was told that these units are by the loading area in the rear, and that nothing will be on the roof.  Mr. Dattoli asked if there will be an on-site bus.  He was told yes and that the bus will fit in a normal parking space.  Mr. Dattoli also inquired if the ambulance operators are EMT’s.  The answer to this is yes.  Mr. Morrison was concerned with the lighting on the 4th floor and how much will be seen by the nearest residential section on the other side of the Parkway.  Mr. DelVecchio showed the east elevation depiction and stated that the area is 180’ from the property line and that the only lights that may be seen are the six windows and the hallways on the upper floor.  Mr. Glaser was concerned as to the landscaping on the east side being sufficient.  Existing landscaping and grade levels were discussed regarding this.
Planning Consultant Donna Holmqvist had no further questions.  Traffic Consultant John Pavlovich spoke regarding elevations under the parkway.  Board Engineer Elliot Sachs stated that the applicant must comply with all requirements from Boswell Engineering. He stated that a TWA (Treatment Works Approval) permit will be submitted if approved.  Park Ridge Water correspondence had been received and will be abided by.

A motion to open this application to the public was made by Mr. Morrison, seconded by Mr. Langschultz, and carried.  With no one from the public wishing to be heard, the public portion of the meeting was closed on a motion by Mr. Morrison, seconded by Mr. Nathin, and carried by all.
A motion to approve the assisted living facility with all requirements as stated during the hearing was made by Mr. Glaser, seconded by Mr. Langschultz, and carried by all eligible voters by roll call vote as follows:
