ENGINEER’S REPORT.
Intersection Improvement at Woodcliff Avenue and Werimus Road

Boswell is awaiting permission to be granted by the resident of the affected property to enter said property and perform additional survey work in order to provide the required information to complete the design.  The Borough Attorney has transmitted an agreement to the resident for signature.

Boswell has commenced preparation of a construction cost estimate for this project.  It appears that the construction cost estimate without the onsite property improvements will be in excess of the County’s bid threshold requirement for three (3) informal quotes.  Therefore, the County will have to bid the project in a traditional manner.  The County would like to construct this project this year.

Intersection Improvements at Kinderkamack Road and Prospect Avenue

Boswell attended a meeting on April 19, 2011 with County representatives (Joseph Crifasi, Joseph Femia and Gary Ascolese), and Borough representatives (Mayor LaPaglia and Councilman Bader) to discuss the above referenced project.  Pursuant to discussions at the April 19, 2011 meeting with the County, the Borough has agreed to dismiss the need of a sidewalk on Prospect Avenue and for the County to just install a bus stop pad on the northwest side of the Kinderkamack Road and Prospect Avenue intersection.  No road widening would take place.  The County would add the bust stop pad onto one (1) of their existing projects as a change order.  Boswell transmitted a copy of the survey of this area to the County for their use.  The county would like to construct this project this year.
2010 NJDOT Pascack Valley Cooperative Pricing System for Road Paving Program

At the request of the Mayor and Council, the proposed curbing work along Clairmont Drive has been deleted from the project.  Furthermore, due to grade differentials, drainage, possible water ponding and icing conditions and handicap accessibility issues, the curbs along Broadway have also been deleted from this project.  Theses curbs shall be incorporated in the overall County design project of the Woodcliff Avenue/Broadway intersection realignment and NJ Transit train station modifications.
Highview Avenue is substantially complete.  Punchlist items remain.  The contractor must still remove the debris located on the west side of Broadway. 

Elliot Sachs stated that the debris has been removed by the contractor.

2011 Municipal Road Improvement Program – Glen Road (from Woodland Road to its intersection with Spring Valley road), Blueberry Drive (from Overlook Drive to Ginny Drive) and the Remainder of Tice Boulevard from the 2011 NJDOT Project

Boswell McClave Engineering was requested to and provided the prior Borough Administrator Edward Sandve, P.E. with a construction cost estimate on February 22, 2010 to complete the Glen Road Paving Project that commenced in 2010 for the above referenced project limits ($105,000.00).

Boswell has also provided the Borough with a construction cost estimate to pave Blueberry Drive from Overlook Drive to Ginny Drive at a cost of $300,000.00.

The Pascack Valley Consortium’s designer has included the remainder of Tice Boulevard in the project.

Sealed bids are being received by the Borough of Westwood on June 15, 2011 at 11:00 a.m.

Intersection Improvements to Chestnut Ridge Road and Saddle River Road (Bergen County Project)
Boswell attended a meeting on April 19, 2011 with County representatives (Joseph Crifasi, Joseph Femia and Gary Ascolese), and Borough Representatives (Mayor LaPaglia and Councilman Bader) to discuss the above referenced project.  The following items were discussed and agree to:

1.
Woodcliff Lake will take care of the cost of Police Traffic Director’s if required.

2.
Mayor LaPaglia would discuss with BMW the use of their ring road to accommodate traffic while a portion of Saddle River Road and Chestnut Ridge Road are closed for construction.

3.
Boswell will fine-tune the construction cost estimate. 

4.
Relocation of the water hydrants are not the County responsibility, but might be the responsibility of the water utility.

5.
Woodcliff Lake would take on the maintenance responsibility of the detention basin and water quality unit.  Boswell was requested to and has coordinated with Dave Antoine to determine if the Borough has the resources/equipment to perform the maintenance or obtain it from another municipality based on a shared services agreement.  Dave Antoine has confirmed that Borough has access to a sewer vac truck through shared services.

6.
The County is reviewing in-house the status of the bid package  (plans and specifications).  Boswell has attended a meeting with the County on May 9, 2011 to discuss the County’s second round of review comments.  Boswell has also submitted a proposal to the County on May 18, 2011 for additional compensation since the County comments have already been incorporated into the project from another County Department.  No response has been received from the County with regard to the proposal.
7.
The County is to fine-tune the amount of funds available for this project.

8.
The County is looking to advertise the project in July 2011.

Boswell has contacted the County three (3) times June 2, 2011, May 26, 2011 and May 19, 2011 with regard to providing the Borough with a written update on the above referenced items without a response.

2011 NJDOT Local Aid Project – Tice Boulevard (from Chestnut Ridge Road to its Terminus)

The Borough has received an NJDOT Local Aid Grant in the amount of $150,000.  Boswell is ready to provide the Borough with a proposal for design and construction inspection services should the Mayor and Council so desire.

United Water Dam Project

A meeting has been scheduled for June 13, 2011 with the County,  Woodcliff Lake representatives and United Water to discuss improvements to Broadway that should be performed to ease congestion and traffic safety issues once Church Road is closed for a 24 month period.  The closure of Church Road is now anticipated to commence in March 2012.

MAYOR’S REPORT.
I want to welcome aboard Wolfgang Albrecht as our new Borough Administrator effective June 1, 2011.  Wolfgang brings significant experience in the Pascack Valley and Bergen County to his new position.  We were fortunate to have had several well qualified candidates to choose from and we believe that Wolfgang is the best fit for Woodcliff Lake at this time.

As we approach the mid-way point in 2011 we face many significant challenges in the second half of this year, but first let’s reflect on some accomplishments during the past three months without a full time Borough Administrator.  With the help of our Borough Clerk, as Acting Borough Administrator, we managed through a record Old Mill Pool registration, a major baseball tournament and two successful season opening events for pool and tennis.  We also successfully launched the Spring newsletter last month.  Our town-wide property assessment revaluation was launched on March 15th, and it is moving along nicely, and on schedule for completion by October 2011.

We lost some momentum earlier this year on our request to achieve a more equitable Regional High School funding formula when some members of Montvale’s Council questioned our ability to achieve success.  We were bolstered in March when an administrative law judge ruled in the Manchester Regional High School case that the number of students attending school matters more than the aggregate tax ratable for the member towns.  Hopefully, we can rekindle Montvale’s interest in joining with us to achieve a more equitable school funding formula at Pascack Valley Regional High School. I intend to speak with the Montvale Mayor later this week about moving forward.  A more equitable Regional High School formula is the biggest tax saving opportunity we have in Woodcliff Lake.  

Another big initiative is the potential consolidation of our police department with our Tri-Boro members.  We are actively working with Park Ridge and Montvale on a Memorandum of Acceptance with the Bergen County Prosecutor and an RFP which we hope to complete this month.

Hopefully, we can make additional progress on these two significant property tax saving initiatives this year.

We had a successful Memorial Day service at our VFW Post 8946 and a great Tri Boro Memorial Day Parade on May 30, 2011.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT.

A short report was submitted to the Governing Body which is attached to the packet.  
Administrator Albrecht thanked the Mayor and Council for their vote of confidence.  He wanted to thank staff, both professional and volunteers that have come by and say hello, met with him and gave him a quick overview of some projects and issues that are ongoing. Administrator Albrecht is looking forward to a long tenure. 
My initial start date was Wednesday, June 1st and I would like to once again express my appreciation to the Mayor and Council for their vote of confidence in appointing me to the position of Borough Administrator for Woodcliff Lake. The staff has been most courteous, helpful and supportive. I look forward to our work as Team Woodcliff Lake!

NJMMA Spring Conference – I recently attended the New Jersey Municipal Managers Association Spring Conference on May 25th and 26th. My attendance was prior to my appointment and came at no cost to the borough although the information will be beneficial to our work. Topics of interest included seminars highlighting Interest Arbitration Procedures by Ms. Kelly Hatfield, Chairperson, P.E.R.C., Negotiations by Mark Ruderman, Esq., Overview of the Governor’s Office by Jeff Chiesa, Chief Counsel to the Governor, Police Shared Services in New Jersey by DCA staff, Hostile Work Environments by Alan Zalkind, Director, NJ Center for Government Services at Rutgers University.

SHARED SERVICES MEETING – On Thursday, June 2, 2011 Bergen County hosted a Shared Services meeting for four (4) regions and fifty (50) Bergen County municipalities. There was a historical overview of Shared Services in Bergen County, including services and equipment, and a discussion regarding the future that Bergen County can offer in the area of Shared Services.

The County is exploring the possibility of offering the following shared services opportunities; road striping, tree removal, stump removal arborist, and leaf disposal. 

The featured speaker was NJDCA Deputy Commissioner DeCroce. 

Municipalities and school districts could work together if Title 40A and Title 18 were amended to allow for shared purchasing.

PERSONNEL POLICY & PROCEDURES MANUAL RESOLUTION – Included in your packets is a resolution adopting the revised and updated Personnel Policy & Procedure Manual for the Borough of Woodcliff Lake.

PASCACK BROOK SURVEY REPORT - Attached for your review is a copy of the United Water report on the items found in, near or along the Pascack Brook during the May 13, 2011 “walk-along”.  This report from United Water has been sent to the governing bodies of Hillsdale, Old Tappan, Park Ridge, Washington Township and Woodcliff Lake.  Each of these communities had representatives participate in the stream walk.  

A copy of the report has also been forwarded to our state representatives and Mayor Hoelscher of Harrington Park.

OLD BUSINESS
Broadway Corridor Study (revised)
Mayor and Council received a new proposal from Burgis Associates that included the changes made by the governing body at their last meeting.  The Council had unanimously agreed at the last meeting to include the entire Broadway Corridor in the study.  The proposal included $6,000 for conceptual plans and $2,500.00 for a parking study at the train station.   Two meetings with either the planning board or the Mayor and Council are included in the new proposal for no charge.  The total of the new study is the same, $22,875.00.
Mr. Camella does not agree with spending $6,000.00 on conceptual plans on development that will ultimately be built by a developer.  Whatever is conceptually proposed now may never come to fruition later.  Mr. Bader stated that he would like to see some visual as to what the new corridor may look like.  Mr. Camella continued that whatever is conceptually proposed to the public will be misleading.  Attorney Madaio stated that the purpose of this study is to consider what zoning changes need to be adopted to accommodate future development of this site.  

Resolution Authorizing the Borough of Woodcliff Lake to Sign a Memorandum of Understanding with the Office of the Bergen County Prosecutor, the Borough of Park Ridge and the Borough of Montvale 


(this is a shortened version of the Memorandum of Understanding.  The full text is attached as part of the permanent agenda)




WHEREAS, in an effort to reduce the tax burden to the citizens of Woodcliff Lake, Park Ridge and Montvale, the governing bodies of these municipalities wish to explore the financial, legal and public safety feasibility of consolidation of law enforcement services within their respective municipalities; and


WHEREAS, the Office of the Bergen County Prosecutor’s has established a program of reimbursement grants, funded solely and exclusively with monies obtained from the forfeiture of assets from criminal defendants, which will permit municipalities to contract for law enforcement consolidation feasibility studies throughout the County of Bergen and will reimburse.  


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Council of Woodcliff Lake authorize the signing of this Memorandum of Understanding. 

Mr. Bader explained that once request for proposals are received, we will send them to the prosecutor’s office.  The prosecutor will then submit three vendor names to the municipality for them to pick one.  All on the dais are concerned by the wording in the memorandum of understanding, item #6…should the Prosecutor of his designee determine that the rationale for not going forward with the consolidation of law enforcement services as set forth in the Final Report is arbitrary and capricious, then the requesting agencies may be required to return the grant monies previously accepted to the Office of the Bergen County Prosecutor within sixth (60) days notification of same and the Office of the Bergen County Prosecutor will decline to provide any further reimbursement.” Mr. Bader stated that the governing body can present the study finding to the voters by way of a referendum as we did with the library question.  He continued that his study is not just about manpower.  This study could contain recommendations on how to share equipment, technology, purchasing etc.  No police officers would be terminated.   All staff reduction will be through attrition.  The Prosecutor’s office has completed their feasibility study to merge with the sheriff’s department.  This report can be found on their website.  Mr. Bader stated that the only way to save money is to consolidate. 

Mr. Baum reworded the Memorandum of Understanding to address the Council’s concerns about the possible forfeiture of funds should the governing body not agree with the outcome of the study.    The Mayor and Council also agreed to insert a dollar amount not to exceed $100,000.00 for the study.  These changes will be made by the borough clerk and sent to Park Ridge and Montvale for their review.

Chief Shapiro stated that the Fire Department has submitted a grant to United Water for water rescue funding.  The response from United Water was not as expected and the Fire Department asked if the Mayor and Council could write a letter of support.

Chief Shapiro stated that closing of Church Road will hinder the fire trucks from crossing the railroad tracks if there is a backup 

Kevin O’Brien, 25 Summit Avenue, Westwood, NJ cited the release of closed session minutes statute.  June 7, 2010 the Mayor and Council went into closed session re:  Joanne Howley’s indemnification.  Mr. O’Brien was denied access to these minutes on October 18, 2010.  Mr. O’Brien asked how does the Borough comply with the statute if there were not minutes taken.  Borough Clerk Sciara was out on long term disability at the time.  Mayor LaPaglia stated that since the Clerk has left due to election duties, this question will be answered before the next meeting.  
Mr. O’Brien stated that on October 18, 2010 Mr. Camella made a reference to an e-mail he received which stated Mr. O’Brien was working on Mr. Rosenblatt’s campaign.   Mr. O’Brien stated that Mr. Camella made reference to the fact that he redacted the person’s name and  an e-mail address he had received.  Mr. Camella denied this.

Mr. O’Brien asked about the Powder Hill Development.  Why are the addresses still listed as Ellis Court addresses rather than Pascack Road.  Mr. Bader explained when the development was subdivided it was listed as Ellis Court.  When development finally takes place, they will be assigned the Pascack Road address.  
Joseph Fargiosa, 56 Campbell Avenue, Woodcliff Lake, NJ wanted to voice his concern about the current traffic on Cambell Avenue and the possible impact of the Broadway Corridor development.    People use Campbell Avenue as a cut through from Prospect and Kinderkamack Roads.  Campbell Avenue is only 47 feet wide  and has blind spots as you go up and down.  The speed on this roadway is 25 miles per hours.  He has two young children and is very concerned.  He feels any development on Broadway will create more hazards for this street.  Street bumps, or one way restriction could help alleviate the problem.  Mr. Bader stated he would have the police department look into this.  
Edward Brown agreed that this road is problematic. 

Hearing no further comments from the floor, motion to close the meeting to the public was made by Mr. Bader, second by Mr. Baum and approved unanimously by voice call vote.
