PUBLIC FORUM

Motion to open to the public was made by Mr. Bader, seconded by Mrs. Abene and approved by Council members Bae,
Gadaleta and Rosenblatt. Councilman Bloom was absent.

Mr. Devito, Woodcliff Lake, was pleased to hear that the feasibility study was going to move forward. He stated that we
should maximize the value of the public hearing by having residents provide written questions ahead of time. He also stated
that the Mayor and Council should hold the public hearing after Labor Day so more residents would be around.

Mrs. Haskell, Woodcliff Lake, stated that she is not clear on today’s report from Neglia Engineering. She inquired if there is a
home owner’s association for the Mulholland Estates. Joe Vuich from Neglia Engineering agreed to speak with Mrs. Haskell
after the meeting.

Mr. Glaser, Woodcliff Lake, inquired about OPRA requests that he submitted on July 8th. Wolfgang Albrecht replied that he
put it in the mail today. Mr. Glaser also inquired as to the status of the property maintenance at the water tank. Wolfgang
replied that he would look into the matter.

Mrs. Higgins, Woodcliff Lake, stated that she would like to thank all the Borough Hall staff for their hard work.

Mr. Morrison, Woodcliff Lake, asked how the Overlay Ordinance made it onto the Agenda. Mayor Goldsmith stated that he
tried to call Mr. Fry several times and did not receive a call back.

Mrs. Yakomin, Woodcliff Lake, stated that Darlene from Maser Consulting did not provide the Planning Board with answers
that they needed regarding the Overlay Zone. Therefore, they were not able to come to any conclusions regarding the
Ordinance. She also asked the Mayor to appoint a point person so that residents could be kept in the loop with the Mayor
and Council and the Planning Board.

Mr. LaPaglia, Woodcliff Lake, stated that in prior years the Mayor and Council would never have created an Ordinance
without the input from the Planning Board -~ waiting is the right decision. With regards to the Police Consolidation Public
Hearing, Woodcliff Lake should go ahead and have the hearing.
