The monthly sanitarian reports were discussed.  President Metlitz asked Jennifer how long it takes to get a sample back from the lab.  Jennifer Schnitzer responded it takes 72 hours and an additional day for reporting.  The potential mosquito problem was discussed.  Ms. Schnitzer has informed the Property Maintenance Official of a fence falling down relating to this issue.  Dr. Haas asked if the town allows food trucks.  Jennifer responded that only ice cream trucks are allowed.  Dr. Haas also wanted clarification on a few items in the report: William Somona potential event, residential paint testing, mosquito testing, and sprout inspection.  Jennifer Schnitzer informed the members that all has been corrected at the Woodcliff Manor, including the plumbing issue, the walls that were in disrepair, and the painting of the kitchen.  The Woodcliff Manor will be reinspected again in June.  Dr. Haas asked if anything is done with found dead birds.  Jennifer stated that   the State no longer sends a currier for dead birds.  Dr. Sperber inquired about the opening of the Old Mill Pool on May 8th and the satisfactory rating that the pool was given.  Jennifer explained that there was a delay in filling the pool due to the weather and that the County Health Department needed to certify the pool once filled.  Mrs. Metlitz asked if there will be inspections from the County on July 9th – Woodcliff Lake Day.  Jennifer responded that yes there will be inspections.  The sanitarians report was accepted on a motion from Mr. Frey, seconded by Dr. Sperber, and carried by all.
The water report was next to be discussed.  Mrs. Metlitz asked all members to file the copy of well listings that was provided by Park Ridge Water.  Dr. Haas asked how our water in regard to radon compares with other towns.  The water report was accepted on a motion from Ms. LaPaglia, seconded by Dr. Haas, and carried by all

The Department of Health report was discussed next.  The issue of what are the ‘reportable diseases’ was addressed.  Ms. Schnitzer stated that this information is confidential.  She will make additional inquiries as to why again.  The Board of Health members are only concerned with what the diseases are, not who has them.  Jennifer  suggested that someone from the County could come to a Board of Health meeting in the future and discuss this with the members.  Dr. Haas spoke regarding ticks and tapeworms.  This report was accepted on a motion from Ms. LaPaglia, seconded by Ms. Levine, and carried.


Dr. Haas spoke regarding Hillsdale and Westwood working very hard to have United Water drop the water level in the reservoir. He feels this would have an effect on mosquito population and odor. He wondered if the Borough of Woodcliff Lake Mayor and Council had an opinion on this.  The Secretary will inform the Mayor of this issue.

The registrar’s report was accepted by the Board on a motion from Ms. Levine, seconded by Dr. Haas, and carried.

Mr. Frey stated that he recently attended an OEM meeting.  The Borough OEM plan has bee approved.  He felt that the Board of Health should have seen the report before it was approved.

The Secretary stated that pamphlets have been received from the County regarding current health issues.  These will be put on display in Borough Hall.

The meeting was adjourned on a motion from Dr. Sperber, seconded by Ms. Levine and carried by all.  The next Board of Health meeting will be September 20th.
