                      DREDGING OF PONDS – Mr. Bader reported that 6 agreements were sent to affected residents and 5 were received back.  The Committee will meet with the one resident who did not sign the agreement to see if their questions/concerns can be addressed.  This agreement will be on the June 1, 2009 meeting for approval.  A portion of this project will be funded by a special assessment over 10 years to the residents.  The Borough will fund 50% of the remediation and will have the option of backing out at any time.  The pond is in desperate need of dredging.  The pond is currently 2 feet.  4 or 5 feet is where it should be.  The Mosquito and Control Commission will dredge some of the pond at no cost.  If the soil is not contaminated, the Borough may be able to sell it as topsoil.

Mr. Hoffman reported that reporting for the Board of Health is difficult as the monthly Board of Health meeting takes place after Council reports are given for the month.  The news therefore is usually not current.
