Resolution Appointing Rob Kuehlke as the interim Annual Consultant for the Tri-Borough Dispatch Center effective July 1, 2008                                                      (Consent Agenda – 7)

WHEREAS,  the Borough of Woodcliff Lake participates in the Tri-Borough Public Safety Committee with the Borough of Park Ridge and the Borough of Montvale which oversees the Tri-Borough Dispatch Center; and


WHEREAS,  in February 2008 all the functions of the Tri-Borough Dispatch were transferred from Park Ridge to Northwest Bergen Central Dispatch in Ridgewood, and


WHEREAS,  it has been determined by the Public Safety Committee that there is still a need to have a Consultant on staff in Park Ridge to assure that all dispatch functions remain operational and that the existing Tri-Borough facilities continue to be operational in the event of an emergency; and


WHEREAS, the Tri-Borough Public Safety Committee has determined that the costs of these services would be $9,000 per year with each of the three towns sharing the costs equally; and


WHEREAS, the Consultant on staff in Park Ridge is not currently able to fulfill the responsibilities,


NOW, THERFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  that upon recommendation of the Tri-Boro Public Safety Committee, the Borough of Woodcliff Lake appoints Rob Kuehlke as the interim Consultant to the Tri-Boro Dispatch Center effective July 1, 2008, the Borough’s prorate cost thereof has been included in the 2008 budget as presented to the Mayor and Council.
