PUBLIC SAFETY/POLICE/OEM/TRI-BORO
Mr. Bader reported that a preliminary report was received from the engineer stating the Lydecker structure is sound to allow people to use the restrooms for the October Festival.  There will be no access to the upstairs however.   The report did indicate that there is some structural supports needed in the basement.  A full report from Mr. Saluzzi will be submitted by next meeting. 
Lt. Bruce Conway has retired from the Woodcliff Lake Police Department after 31 years.    The following Proclamation was read into the record.  

WHEREAS, Bruce Conway was appointed to the Woodcliff Lake Police Department on September 11, 1978; and


WHEREAS, over the next 31 years, Bruce Conway, a life-long resident of Woodcliff Lake, rose through the ranks from Patrol Officer, Juvenile Officer, Sergeant-Patrol Supervisor, reaching the Command Level position of Lieutenant before retiring effective September 30, 2009; and


WHEREAS, Lieutenant Conway has spent his career committed to protecting and serving the residents of Woodcliff Lake, as both a member of the Police Department and a member of the Woodcliff Lake Volunteer Fire Department; and

WHEREAS, as a Police Officer, he assisted in the apprehension of a murder suspect in the killing of a Bergen County Sheriff’s Officer, the apprehension of a suspect with one hundred kilos of cocaine, the apprehension of a suspect who bombed a school and a temple, the apprehension of a burglar involved in over 30 home burglaries, as well as numerous other arrests and incidents in Woodcliff Lake and neighboring towns;

WHEREAS, Bruce Conway joined the Woodcliff Lake Fire Department as a Junior Fireman in 1971, became a Regular Fireman in 1974, a Lieutenant in 1984 thru 1987, a Captain in 1987 thru 1989, Assistant Chief in 1989 thru 1991, and Fire Chief from 1991 thru 1993. Subsequently, Bruce was elected President of the Woodcliff Lake Fire Department Association from 1981 thru 1983 and 2000 thru 2005 and is currently a member of the Woodcliff Lake Exempt Firemen’s Association.
