CALL TO ORDER.

This meeting, in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Law, P. L. l975, C. 23l, was announced at the Reorganization Meeting held on January 4, 2010 in the Municipal Building.   Notice of this meeting has been posted, and two newspapers, The Record and The Ridgewood News, have been notified.  

ROLL CALL.



Mayor LaPaglia was present.  Council members Bader, Camella, Glaser, Hoffman, Howley and Rosenblatt were present. Attorney Madaio, Administrator Sandve and Clerk Sciara were also present.   
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.
All present recited the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor LaPaglia.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES.

RESOLVED, that the Minutes of an executive closed session meeting of the Mayor and Council on February 11, 2010 copies of which have been received by all Councilpersons, are hereby approved but not yet ready for release to the public. (Minutes were pulled for clarification)

RESOLVED, that the Minutes of a regular Mayor and Council meeting on February 17, 2010 copies of which have been received by all Councilpersons, are hereby approved as presented.  (Minutes were pulled for clarification)

PRESENTATION.
Mr. Bader stated that for the last few months, the committee has been working on a resident notification system for both the police department and the municipality.  The committee has researched systems that cost $10,000 and a system that will cost nothing.  It is the committee’s recommendation for the police department and the Borough to implement the NIXEL system.  
Officer Chad Malloy stated that NIXEL is to help municipal agencies connect to and share information with residents in real time.  This is a completely free service to government agencies.  This system is paid for through private investors, and foreign countries who sign up for the pay service.  There will be no advertisements on NIXLE.  NIXLE will not trace ip addresses.  NIXLE is partnered with Nlets (National Law Enforcement telecommunications System) which is the same system that links together local, state and federal law enforcement agencies for the purpose of exchanging information.  If approved by the Council, a resident would go to the website, www.nixle.com, and have the choice to register for police alerts, municipal alerts and alerts from other towns. Residents also have the choice of receiving text messages or e-mails. Residents may cancel their NIXLE service at anytime by sending an e-mail to cancel.  Mr. Bader asked that there be protocol as to what gets sent to residents by way of municipal alerts.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                    
Mayor LaPaglia asked if this service was in lieu of reverse 9-1-1.  The Mayor was told that this service and reverse 9-1-1 will be overlapping services.  
The Council agreed to have this written protocol to all council members by next meeting. The Council will take this to a vote at the March 15, 2010 meeting.  
ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
2010 Municipal Budget Timeline 
Administrator Sandve reported that the preparation of the 2010 is well underway.  The Finance Committee will meet during the next few weeks.  The 2010 is anticipated to be introduced on May 3, 2010.  
Purchase Order Procedures 
This issue has been in discussion for several months.  After discussion, the Council has agreed that any purchase over $500.00 has to be signed off by the department liaison.  All council members were asked to notate the date they signed the purchase order.  All council members except Mr. Rosenblatt feel that purchase orders should be sent home for review.  The Finance Dept. will be asked to keep track of how many purchase orders are lost due to leaving the building.  If the number of reissued purchase orders is high, the Council will rethink this issue.  The Finance Committee has asked that this procedure be on a 60 day trial period.  After the end of the 60 days, it will be reviewed.  Each council member will receive a weekly printout of their department’s purchases.  
The subject of centralized purchasing was brought up by Mr. Bader.  Mr. Glaser feels that this concept should be included in this year’s goals and objectives.  

Cancelation of Capital Improvement Projects
A Resolution to cancel capital improvement ordinance unexpended balances is on tonight’s consent agenda.  This Resolution was per Paul Lerch as a result of the last audit.  The cancellation of these balances would give the Borough leeway in the budget process.  
ENGINEER’S REPORT

Intersection Improvements at Woodcliff Avenue and Werimus
A plan containing the county’s comments of the July 8, 2009 meeting was redrafted by Boswell Engineering and submitted to the Borough’s Traffic Consultant and Borough Administrator for comment and distribution to the Mayor and Council (on August 3, 2009).  The Traffic consultant’s comments were transmitted to the County for review/comment.  Boswell is awaiting comments from the County.  The Borough Administrator will be scheduling a meeting with the resident at the intersection of Werimus Road and Woodcliff Avenue to discuss possible driveway modifications in order to accommodate this project.

Intersection Improvements at Kinderkamack Road and Prospect Avenue
The County Engineer’s Office is still reviewing the concept plan based on the reduced traffic counts on record with the County to determine if dedicated left turn lanes are really required.  Last discussion with the County is that they have performed another site visit and are in the process of drafting another concept plan.

Construction Cost Estimates for 2010 Municipal Road Paving Program
The Borough Administrator requested Boswell to prepare estimates for the 2010 capital budget for the following streets:  Tice Boulevard, Glen Road (from Pascack Road to Spring Valley Road), Old Farms and Greenway Court.  Boswell has already performed the field investigation to obtain quantities for said estimates.  Boswell Engineering is in the process of finalizing the estimates for submission to the Borough.

MAYOR’S REPORT

The Mayor wanted to comment on the wonderful job done by the Department of Public Works and the Police Department during the recent snowstorm.  

OLD BUSINESS.

Limited discussion on the delay of the fact finding investigation approved at the February 17, 2010 Mayor and Council meeting was led by Borough Attorney Madaio. Attorney Madaio stated that at the last meeting the Council approved the hiring of a fact finder to investigate issues at Borough hall.  The Borough is balancing some competing interests between the personnel manual and the sense of urgency voiced by several council members.  There was also concern of the inability to properly review documents in advance of this vote.  Subsequently, Attorney Madaio has reviewed all documents and has rendered a recommendation that the Mayor and Council should defer this investigation.  
Mr. Rosenblatt asked that a vote be taken to cancel the prior motion authorizing the investigation.  Attorney Madaio stated that he does not want the motion rescinded as it may become important sometime in the future.  Mr. Rosenblatt asked how long will the deferment of this investigation be.  Attorney Madaio stated that he had not finite sense of when the investigation will begin. Mr. Rosenblatt stated that he did not want this issue to linger forever in limbo.  
Motion made by Mr. Rosenblatt that if the investigation of the fact finder, Lori Katz, Esq. does not commence in 90 days from tonight, the matter must be brought before the Council to discuss and authorize the investigation again, second by Mr. Camella.

NEW BUSINESS.

Mr. Rosenblatt stated that copies of all correspondence from any attorneys working for the Borough be given to Council members immediately.  We are the clients.  Motion made by Mr. Rosenblatt that unless there is an exception, all confidential information especially from attorneys be given to all Council members immediately, second by Mr. Bader.  The motion passed unanimously on voice call vote.  
Mr. Glaser stated that per our by-laws, the Goals and Objectives for 2010 should be listed by the next meeting. Mr. Camella was to work with the Council to formulate and prioritize the goals and objectives. 
Mr. Rosenblatt stated that since the last meeting, he has spoken to the heads of the several of the sports organizations to come up with a long range facility improvement plan.  The Council agreed to begin clean-up behind the Rinzler Field so it is safe for the children this season.  The deteriorating wooden retaining wall was discussed.  The possibility of using stone pavers instead was n option.  
Mr. Rosenblatt asked that a demonstration be held by Capturepoint, the on-line registration program the Borough has used for Pool and Tennis sign-ups, for possible use by the soccer and basketball programs.

Josephine Higgins, 10 Pond Road stated that everyone worked very well with each other during the recent snowstorm.  The DPW plowed ahead of the emergency vehicles to ensure everyone’s safety.
