WHEREAS, the Borough of Woodcliff Lake (the “Borough”) has identified the property
located in the proximity of Broadway and Highview and designated as LOTS 1, 2, and 9 in BLOCK
2602 the Tax Map of the Borough of Woodcliff Lake to be considered for desighation as an
“area in need of redevelopment”, pursuant to the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law,
N.J.S.A. 49A:12A-2, etseq.; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the required redevelopment procedures specifically set forth in
N.J.S.A. 49A:12A-6, no area of a municipality shall be determined a redevelopment area unless
the governing body of the municipality shall, by resolution, authorize the Planning Board to
undertake a preliminary investigation to determine whether a proposed area is a
redevelopment area meeting criteria set forth in N.JL.S.A. 40A:12A-5 and N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6; and

WHEREAS, the New lJersey Legislature adopted, and the Governor signed P.L. 2013,
Chapter 159, which amended the Redevelopment Law, including the procedural requirements
of N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5 and N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to P.L. 2013, Chapter 159, “[t]he resolution authorizing the
Planning Board to undertake a preliminary investigation shall state whether the redevelopment
area determination shall authorize the municipality to us all those powers provided by the
Legislature for use in a redevelopment area other than the use of eminent domain (hereinafter



referred to as a “Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Area”) or whether the redevelopment
area determination shall authorize the municipality to use all those powers provided by the
Legislature for use in a redevelopment area, including the power of eminent domain
(hereinafter referred to as a “Condemnation Redevelopment Area”; and

WHEREAS, the Borough finds it to be in the best interest of the Borough and its
residents to authorize the Borough’s Planning Board to undertake such preliminary
investigation as to whether LOTS 1, 2, and 9 in BLOCK 2602 qualify as a Non-Condemnation
Redevelopment Area pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5; and

WHEREAS, the Borough hereby states that any redevelopment area determination shall
authorize the municipality to use all of those powers provided by the Legislature for use in a
redevelopment area other than the use of eminent domain, known as a Non-Condemnation
Redevelopment Area.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Borough Council that the
Borough Planning Board is hereby directed and authorized to examine whether the land
located on which the various lots front are Broadway and Highview and designated as LOTS 1,
2, and 9 in BLOCK 2602 on the Tax Map of the Borough of Wooddliff Lake is an area in need of
Non-Condemnation Redevelopment according to the criteria set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Planning Board shall submit its findings and
recommendations to the Borough Council in the form of a Resolution with supporting
documentation.

Basis for the Investigation of whether Lots 1, 2, and 9 in Block 2602 in the Borough

WHEREAS, as the current solid waste contract with the Bergen County Utilities Authority
{hereinafter referred to as “BCUA"}is due to expire on May 31, 2018, the Borough of Woodcliff
Lake whishes to enter into a contract amendment to extend the current Solid Waste disposal
Service Agreement for two (2) additional years with the BCUA; and

WHEREAS, based upon the correspondence and agreement received from the BCUA
dated April 27, 2018, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Woodcliff Lake believe it is in the
best interest of the citizens of the Borough to enter in such two {2) year agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Municipal and County Utilities Authority Law, N.J.S.A. 40:14B-1 et seq.,
authorizes and permits contracting units, such as the BCUA and the Borough of Woodcliff Lake,
to enter into a Solid Waste Service Agreement as contemplated for herein; and

WHEREAS, the New lJersey Local Public Contracts Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq., and
specifically, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(2), authorizes and permits contracting units, such as the BCUA
and the Borough of Woodcliff Lake, to enter into a Solid Waste Service Agreement as
contemplated for herein without competitive bidding for same; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Woodcliff Lake is desirous of entering into a Solid Waste
Service Agreement with the BCUA, pursuant to which the Borough of Woodcliff Lake shall
deliver municipally-generated solid waste to the above referenced Transfer Station Facility for
processing, transportation and disposal, and the BCUA shall provide such solid waste



processing, transportation and disposal services to the Borough of Woodcliff Lake pursuant to
the terms if the agreement between the parties for a term commencing on June 1, 2018
through May 31, 2020.

the contract.

o Ability of the firm to perform the services on a timely basis, including staffing and
familiarity with the subject matter and the ability to attend meetings.

e [Experience with or specific knowledge of the Borough as it pertains to the respective
contract.

¢ Cost consideration, including, but not limited to fee schedule to be charged, fees paid by
public entities of similar size and make-up, for comparable level of services, and if
applicable, cost that would be incurred by the Borough to contract with a new firm (i.e.
estimated cost for current firm to review and close out all files, and new firm to review
and get up to speed on all open files).

¢ Any other factors demonstrated to be in the best interest of the Borough or Borough
agency.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Borough Clerk is directed to publish notice of
the RFQs for the services as enumerated above, in the Borough official paper of record. The
notice of RFQs shall include the following:

(1) A description of the requested professional service for which the RFQ is made;

(2} A statement that Qualifications must be submitted by 11:00 a.m. on

(3) A statement that the RFQs are being made by the Borough;

(4) The address and phone number of the Borough Clerk's office and a statement that
applicants may obtain the RFQ document from the Clerk's office if they cannot
" obtain the RFQ documents from the Borough's website;

(5} A statement that the RFQ is being in compliance with N.J.S.A. 19:44A-20.4 et
seq.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Borough Attorney is authorized to effectuate the
drafting of the RFQs, which shall include the evaluation criteria hereinabove stated.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Borough Clerk or her designee shall publicly
open and read aloud the submissions responding to the RFQs, including the name of the
