COUNCIL MEMBER REPORTS
ADMINISTRATION/FINANCE/EDUCATION (HIGH)/SENIOR CITIZEN’S PROGRAM

Mr. Glaser that there is a applicant before the Planning Board interested in developing the piece of land next to the Perillo building on Chestnut Ridge Road.  The applicants are proposing a medical/office building.  
Mr. Glaser reported that Matt Berry, the newest technology member, himself and Borough Clerk Sciara attended a meeting at Franklin Lakes with Borough Administrator Greg Hart.  Mr. Hart has been a very important person in which to gain insight with technology advances in municipal government.  The meeting was very informative and the Woodcliff Lake technology committee will be meeting to discuss several items such as paperless meetings and borough wide e-mail usage.  
DPW & ROADS/SEWERS & SANITATION, ECOLOGY/PARKS       
Mr. Struk reported that a shredding day was held at the Ecology Center on Saturday, May 14, 2011.  Recycling Coordinator Eddie Barboni was at the event which was very well attended.  There will be another shredding day offered to the residents in September.  

Mr. Struk reported that Highview Avenue is currently being milled and paved.  Carnot Avenue has been repaved courtesy of PSE&G.  The previously reported potholes on Glen Road have been filled in.  
Mr. Struk reported that the inmates from the Bergen County Sheriff’s Department recently did work in Woodcliff Lake.  The inmates cleaned the brush around the tennis courts and reestablished the existing stone wall.  
PARK AND RECREATION  
The pool is being prepared for the 2011 season and will be open to all residents, free of charge with proof of residency on Memorial Day weekend.  Mr. Hoffman asked the Council to clarify the sponsorship rules for out of town members.  It was decided that out –of- town residents can join the pool unsponsored if they had a sponsor the previous year.  They cannot have a break in membership and must still register at Borough hall.    New out-of-towners must have a sponsor come in with them to register at Borough Hall.  
Mr. Hoffman reported on the stream walk held on May 13, 2011.  Mayor LaPaglia, Mr. Glaser, Mr. Hoffman and Borough Clerk Sciara walked the 400’ of the stream that is in Woodcliff Lake.  This walk was very successful.  United Water taped the entire walk and made note of the locations of trees in the stream, areas where stump removal are necessary etc.  United Water used GPS to accurately mark the spots than need further study.  

 PUBLIC SAFETY/POLICE/OEM/TRIBORO/BUILDING & GROUNDS/BUILDING DEPT.

 Mr. Bader reported that police overtime is under control.  There was a problem with the contractor on the Highview Avenue Project.  The Borough had asked that the contractor give a week notice as to overtime need so that the Chief could schedule accordingly.  The contractor cancelled police assistance due to rain. Since the officers were already scheduled, the Chief could not send them home.  

Mr. Bader reported that the Borough has received a grant for one automatic license plate reader (ALPR).   Mr. Struk explained that this device will automatically read the license plates it sees.  Any license plate with violations will show a red star.

Mr. Bader asked the Police Department to take an informal count of cars parked at the train station every day at 10:00 a.m. from May 9-May 16.  There are 71 total available spaces.  Tuesdays and Wednesdays were found to be the most crowded parking days.  

The first quarter fees collected by the building department were way off.  Only $54,000 was collected.    
Mr. Bader urged all council members to take a look at the progress at the Westervelt-Lydecker project.  Mr. Bader stated that you can actually see where the toddler park will be located.  Mr. Bader stated that Construction Code Official Saluzzi has suggested an engineering concept to sure up the flooring from the basement.

BOARD OF HEALTH/MENTAL HEALTH &WELFARE/EDUCATION/
ELEMENTARY)PUBLIC INFORMATION, NEWSLETTERS, ORDINANCES/LIBRARY          
Mr. Baum reported that he has learned more about desktop publishing than he ever thought possible.  He reported that the first edition of the spring newsletter produced and delivered by Community Life is complete. 
FIRE-VOLUNTEER/FIRE PREVENTION
Mr. Camella stated that the fire department had a pump test today and the equipment tested passed.   

At the last Mayor and Council meeting, the Council asked Mr. Camella to contact PSE&G to discuss the solar panel installation.  Mr. Camella scheduled a meeting with PSE&G on June 1, 2011 at Borough Hall to discuss the proposed location of solar panels in Woodcliff Lake.
The Memorial Day Parade ceremony will start at the VFW on Broadway at 9:00 a.m.  The parade will take place at 10:30 a.m. beginning at the Woodcliff Lake causeway.  
Mr. Hoffman met with the Shade Tree Committee in regard to the installation of curbing on Broadway.  The curbing was proposed by the committee to try and stop the pooling of water at the train station.  However, it was discussed that it might cause a cascade of water going down the stairs into the train station.
