Mr. Dattoli expressed his concern with our lack of a new use/new tenant permit process.  He is aware of this process in other towns and would like to see it implemented in Woodcliff Lake.  Mr. Dattoli suggested sending letters to commercial property owners advising them of the proper procedure for a new tenant or a new use.  Mr. Barboni mentioned that the Fire Prevention Bureau has detailed files on every business in town and that they are aware of all tenant changes.  After discussion on this matter, it was determined that Nick Saluzzi, the Zoning Official, performs this function.  Fire Prevention and the Zoning Official will be consulted on this subject.
